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The expressions of interest in the Cottages at Cultus Lake were so numerous that the developer twice 
increased the number of first-release homes. 
 
Originally planning on releasing 56 cottages for sale, the developer eventually released 93, reports 
George Hare of Residential and Recreational Project Marketing. 
 
All 93 were bought in six hours after going on sale last Saturday. 
 
Prices ranged from $324,900 to $579,000. 
 
The Cottages at Cultus Lake project is an all-season-accessible second-home development being built on 
a 18-hectare site about two hours east of the Vancouver city limits ("Cottages advantages are time and 
space; proximity to Vancouver puts lakeside homes in easy reach," wrote Westcoast Homes on Sept. 1). 
 
Ultimately, 230 cottages will be built, with occupancy scheduled to start next summer. 
 
Hare of Residential and Recreational Project Marketing expects an announcement about the sale of more 
cottages in the new year.
